1. Members present/absent: Commission Chair William Rosen and Commissioner Elaine Reall were present for the meeting.  Commissioner Brian Campedelli was absent.
2.  Meeting Called to Order at 4 p.m. by Chairman Rosen

Penny Burke was present for application.  She gave a brief description of the event(s).  Arts Night Out is planned for the second Friday of each month from 5 – 8 p.m.  There are more members of Arts Night Out this year than in the past.  All applications for the listed businesses have been submitted.  Commissioner Reall expressed concern about the appropriateness of a couple of the venues because they are not art related. Penny explained that those businesses are very supportive of the arts, there is artwork shown in their store and there is even a spring fashion show this month with fashion being considered as a form of art.  She also reported to the commission that two of the retailers have been part of this license since the inception and the newer one, ODE is very active in the arts with monthly arts events. Commissioner Reall expressed that this was reassuring news if this license ever came into question. Chairman Rosen asked if all businesses participate each week.  Penny Burke explained that the participation changes monthly.  Before a business is even allowed to participate in Arts Night Out they must commit to six shows per year. Chairman Rosen commented that this event has historically been successful.  He asked if there have been any alcohol related issues.  Penny Burke stated that there have been no issues.  She also said that this event is on the cusp of growing bigger and more successful in general (not in regard to Wine and Malt license). Chairman Rosen agreed that the list of participants are committed and acting within the spirit of Arts Night Out. Penny said that if any new applicants came forward they would need to appear before the LLC for approval with their separate application.  Cyndi Murphy confirmed receipt of fee and paperwork.  Chairman Rosen moved to approve Arts Night Application as outlined in the application for $61 to cover the entire group.  Commissioner Reall seconded.  The motion passed unanimously 2-0 with one commissioner absent.

Peter Langlois was present for application.  He explained that there are no changes from last year.  More than $8,000 was given away to non-profits last year.  Chairman Rosen moved to approve the one day short term Wine and Malt License for July 16, 2016.  Commissioner Reall seconded.  The motion passed unanimously 2-0 with one commissioner absent. 

7. Application for Seasonal Wine and Malt License

Request approval of Form 43 and 16C

Pramod Warriar was present for application of Seasonal Wine and Malt.  Chairman Rosen asked if this was the first time he would be the manager of record for an alcohol license.  Mr. Warriar stated that he has run an establishment that serves alcohol in Lee, MA for about 10 years.  He is still also working there.  Vince is the employee who attended Serv-Safe Class.  He is waiting for his certificate, but will be the person responsible for service.  Abutters have been notified as well as church within 500 feet.  Chairman Rosen moved to approve 16C form stating no negative impact.  There was previously a Wine and Malt license at this premise.  Commissioner Reall seconded.  The motion passed unanimously 2-0 with one commissioner absent and 16C was signed.  Commissioner Rosen moved to approve seasonal Wine and Malt and Form 43 pending receipt of Certificate of Good Standing.  Commissioner Reall seconded and the motion passed unanimously 2-0 with one commissioner absent.  Clerk will stamp the Form 43 with Chairman Rosen’s signature as a correction needed to be made.

Jim Casagrande and Attorney Cooper were present for application.  Mr. Casagrande has been working at the club for 13 years even through the previous transfers and transitions.  He worked closely with Mr. Berniche as a Golf Pro., but now will take over the business.  Attorney Cooper reported that Mr. Casagrande was the previous manager of record at Westover Golf course and is currently in charge at the Northampton Country Club.  He is TIPS certified.  Chairman Rosen asked about prior management and ownership.  There was a brief discussion of Tim Walco.  Mr. Casagrande worked with Mr. Walco also.  The pledge will be to Freedom Credit Union.  Commissioner Reall asked who the 2 directors would be.  It will be Jim and Christine Casagrande.  Chairman Rosen moved to approve the transfer of stock, change of manager, pledge of license and new officers and directors as well as the Form 43.  Commissioner Reall seconded.  The motion passed 2-0 unanimously with one commissioner absent.

Bobbie Kamin was present for application. She stated that Mt. Warner Vineyards would like to sell at the Northampton Farmers Market when the Goddard’s Red Hen Farm Winery ends their sale.  There will be only one winery to sell at the event at a time.  They plan to sell after August or when Goddard’s winery is unavailable.   MDAR information has been provided.  Commissioner Reall asked if anything would be different from last year.  It will not.  Commissioner Reall moved to approve the Farm Winery License to sell at Farmers Market.  Chairman Rosen seconded.  The motion passed 2-0 unanimously with one commissioner absent.
10. Rescind application for Transfer of  License for Sakura and Vegan Palate
Discuss application for transfer of stock and change of directors
Request approval of form 43
Cyndi Murphy gave explanation of the applicant’s decision to rescind transfer of license.  The applicant realized that they did not have to change their corporate name so decided to remain the same. The motion passed unanimously 2-0 with one commissioner absent. 
11. Approval of Minutes from the March 9, 2016 meeting and from April 6, 2016 meeting
Approval of March minutes will be postponed until June when Commissioner Campedelli is present for vote.  Commissioner Reall was not at that meeting.  

Commissioner Reall did move to approve minutes from April 6, 2016.  Chairman Rosen seconded.  The motion passed unanimously 2-0 with one commissioner absent. Commissioner Rosen requested that the discussion regarding compliance checks, violations and suspension time and the consideration of the Police Chief be included in the March minutes for the record.  Cyndi Murphy will include that discussion in the March minutes before bringing before the commission for approval.  
12. New Business – Building 8 Brewery request for 1 day License to Extend Premise
Cyndi Murphy spoke regarding request to extend premise for one day, 6/18/16 for event just to offer samples under Farm/Brewery license.  The location will be defined and right outside the door.  Chairman Rosen moved to grant the Short Term Wine and Malt for Building 8 Brewery as a 1-day extension of premise with a fee waiver.  Commissioner Reall seconded.  The motion passed 2-0 in favor with one commissioner absent.  
13. Adjourn – Chairman Rosen moved to adjourn the meeting at 4:39 p.m.  Commissioner Reall seconded.  The motion passed unanimously 2-0 with one commissioner absent.
