Gail Gaustad suggested that as part of rethinking Main Street, Main Street parking should be limited to short term and handicap parking only, freeing up more real estate for parks and road dieting

2. Approve April 13, 2016 minutes—Unanimously approved upon motion by John Gaustad and second by David Paine.

3. Updates on bicycle, pedestrian and wayfinding projects—
A. The Damon Road draft redesign shows a ten foot wide multiuse trail on the west side of Damon Road from the state rail trail up to close to the River Run/Connecticut River Greenway driveway.
B. The Leeds MassCentral Rail Trail extension has been completed, except for some invasive removal
C. The wayfinding project has been completed, with new wayfinding signs to promote bicycling and walking.

A. Debriefed the committee from their ideas from the May 10, 2016 bike/ped forum
B. Shared a draft map of recommended bicycle and pedestrian improvements and solicited committee input, which will be reflected in the revised map.
