1. July 27, 2020 minutes- The Commission approved unanimously upon motion by Marianne LaBarge and seconded by Jeremey Macomber-Dubs.
2. There were no public comments, but Kathy Murri did acknowledge that she was sitting in on the meeting. 
3. Keith Benoit from the Office of Planning & Sustainability gave updates to the Commission regarding several issues that were of concern: one-for-one accessible parking for the temporary Shared Streets project, use of the bike-lanes downtown, City consultation with the Disability Commission regarding the project, sidewalk leading up to Florence Heights, and the curb cut project that is wrapping up. The Disability Commission wanted updates on the status of any work on fixing the sidewalk at Florence Heights. Gene Page said that the crosswalk near there need to be repainted. 
4. The Disability Commission voiced concern that they were not consulted for the temporary shared-streets project on Main Street. They pointed out the distance that people have to go from the accessible parking spots, or the parking garages if they cannot find a space on Main Street. The concrete barriers (specifically in front of Harlow Luggage) were identified as being in the way. The Commission wanted Keith Benoit to attend the town hall meeting this Thursday to bring these issues forward. 
5. Kathy Murri applied for the Commission and Councilor LaBarge explain the process that City Council must take to recommend Kathy to the Mayor for approval. Councilor LaBarge asked to confirm if there were any other applicants for the Commission. No questions were asked to Kathy Murri, but she did give a brief biography of herself. Marylyn Clare gave an update on her membership process and Keith Benoit said that he would confirm with City staff on her membership. 
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Having the sidewalks cleared from snow was addressed by Emma Cornwall as a concern. Keith Benoit explained that it was identified in the Transition Plan (that he is editing final draft of), but would need to check back on any solutions. Councilor LaBarge brought up a few ideas that could be a remedy.
